	Mathematics
 
Continue learning from last half term: Week 18-20

Pupils will consolidate their counting skills, counting to larger numbers and developing a wider range of counting strategies. They will secure knowledge of number facts through varied practice. 
Pupils will: 
• continue to develop their counting skills, counting larger sets as well as counting actions and sounds 
• explore a range of representations of numbers, including the 10-frame, and see how doubles can be arranged in a 10-frame • compare quantities and numbers, including sets of objects which have different attributes 
• continue to develop a sense of magnitude, e.g. knowing that 8 is quite a lot more than 2, but 4 is only a little bit more than 2 
begin to generalise about ‘one more than’ and ‘one less than’ numbers within 10 
• continue to identify when sets can be subitised and when counting is necessary 
• develop conceptual subitising skills including when using a rekenrek

	Understanding the World 

Draw information from a simple map such as identifying land and water on a map or globe.
Make observations of the environment around them drawing pictures of animals and plants
Recognise and discuss how environments in stories and images are different to the environment they live in.
Explain some similarities and differences between life in this country and life in other countries.
Beginning to look at and talk about maps (real or imaginary) in stories, non-fiction books, atlases and on globes.

Recognising that some stories are set a long time ago and using stories and non-fiction books to find out about life in the past.
Recognising significant dates for them (birthday). 

Develop an understanding about growth, decay and changes over time e.g. using the garden allotment when planting, visiting secret garden planting projects
